
 

ADVANCED   PROGRAM   FUNDING   CRITERIA   BULLETIN 2009 - 2010 
Provincial Initiation Program (PIP) Travel Funding 

 
Contained  within this bulletin is the information required to apply for MSSA travel and hotel funding. If you 
are interested in applying for funding, this document provides you with the qualifying events along with all the 
necessary information/calculation charts required to apply for funding. Please submit the funding forms to 
MSSA prior to April 12, 2010. Funds will be paid out upon conclusion of the speed skating season. 
 
 

1. The maximum travel/transportation funding that a skater may receive is $500.00 00 based on 

performance. See attached transportation funding forms. A skater may also apply for a portion 

of his/her hotel to a maximum of $300 per skater and this funding is based on performance 

as well. Hotel funding is only available for flight travel and MSSA non-subsidized 

transportation only. See attached hotel funding form. 
 

2. Should budget restraints become necessary, MSSA reserves the right to reduce, combine, or 

eliminate any travel / hotel funding. 

 

3. There are separate funding percentages as well as funding forms included in this bulletin for both 
Short Track / Long Track Mass Start as well as for Olympic Style racing.   Please note that there are 
no long track meets that qualify for funding this year as the Canadian Long Track Mass Start is being 
held in Manitoba. Canadian Long Track Mass Start Records are included just for your information. 
 

4. If applying for Short Track funding, only Short Track / ISU times can be used and the skater has from 
Sept 1/09 until the end of the current season  to achieve these times. The meet can either be an out 
of town meet, a sanctioned meet, or an ability meet. The skaterôs times are to be compared to the 
Canadian record times in the skaterôs age category in order to determine the level of funding. (see 
attached Canadian or I.S.U. records). 

 

5. If applying for Olympic Style funding, only Olympic Style times can be used and the skaterôs times are  
to be compared to the fastest times skated at each meet in that distance (ie. the Manitoba skaterôs  
best time compared  to the best skated overall time for  that distance  at the event  within the athleteôs 
age class ie. Junior/Senior).  Every attempt will be made to provide the fastest Junior / Senior male 
and female times for each meet shortly after the conclusion of the meet. 

 
6. Airline tickets must be issued in the name of the skater. No cancellation or insurance premiums will be 

funded.  Cash costs associated with use of AirMiles for taxes and airport fees will be funded.  There 
will be no additional financial compensation by MSSA for those who choose to travel using Air Travel 
Points, travel vouchers, coupons etc. A copy of the airline ticket showing name and ticket purchase 
price for airfare must be submitted. 
 

7. A copy of the hotel receipts must be submitted.  The funding is based on performance as 

per travel funding.  If a room is shared by 2 skaters you must use ½ the room rate; if 3 

skaters share the room, you are allowed 1/3 the room rate and if shared by 4 skaters use ¼ 

the room rate.  A skater may not claim more than ½ (50% the room rate).  
 
8. Travelling by vehicle will be funded to a maximum of $170 per vehicle.  Gas receipts must be 

provided.  
 

9. Buses will be cancelled if the numbers are not sufficient.  Please go through the bulletin early in the 

season and decide which events you will be attending.  Late registrations may be assessed a 

$25.00 fee.  Please review the deadlines for the meets.  
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10. It is the responsibility of all MSSA skaters to provide the MSSA office/ Advanced Program Committee 

with written verification of their times and the location where the times were achieved (ie. Protocol 

from meet). Use the attached appropriate funding forms.  NO funding will be awarded without times 
and travel receipts supplied to the Committee chairperson/ MSSA before the deadline.  To ensure 
prompt payment of travel funding requests, please submit receipts and funding requests as soon as 

possible after travel is completed.  All requests for funding must be submitted by Monday, April 

12,2010. No late funding requests will be accepted.  No Exception.

Short Track Mass Start Meets 

 
To receive funding in Short Track Mass Start competitions, times must be achieved on current year time 
standards.  Skaters must achieve the time standards a minimum of 4 times (2 times in each of 2 

different distances) and have from Sept. 1/09 to the end of the current season to achieve these times. 
(Ex.  2-500 and 2-666 or 2-1000 and 2-777 etc.). The skaterôs times are compared to Canadian record 

times in the skaterôs age category and distance to determine the level of funding.  Refer to the 

Canadian Record Age Class Times (this bulletin).
